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Theory of “Multiple Intelligence” (M.I.)
Learning Goals:

· locate and select information to appropriately support ideas for writing, using a variety of strategies and print, electronic, and other resources, as appropriate
· use several different reading comprehension strategies before, during, and after reading to understand both simple and complex texts
· determine whether the ideas and information gathered are relevant to the topic, sufficient for the purpose, and meet the requirements of the writing task
For this internet activity, you will research the theory of “Multiple Intelligence” by Howard Gardner and answer the questions below on a separate piece of paper. Your objective is to find out as much as you can about the theory; we will use this knowledge this semester in English. 
Remember: if you take information form the Internet and use it in your research notes, you must cite the URL address as a source. 

Complete the prompt questions, take the quiz, and begin to create a “Personality t-shirt” based on one or two of your intelligences. 
1. Who is Howard Gardner? (the multiple intelligence guy) If you google him, how many hits come up? List five things about him. 
2. Explain his theory of “multiple intelligences”. 
3. List and describe the seven intelligences.
4. Are there more than seven? What are they?
5. Describe three ways teachers could use M.I. theory in the classroom.
6. Take an on-line M.I. Quiz and write down the results. What are your strongest “intelligences” and your weakest? 
7. Write a response on the quiz findings. Do you agree with your score? Explain.
8. How may you increase your intelligence in a category you scored low in?
9. Do you agree with Gardner’s theory? Are there more ways that people are smart? Explain by defending or critiquing his theory.
10.  List three other intelligence quizzes you could take on line. Take one. How smart are you? Explain how this test is different than the M.I. one.
11. Extended activity: Use the template provided to create a “Personality t-shirt”. Use computer generated images, drawings, magazine clippings, illustrations, comic books, etc to create a collage in the t-shirt. *** Note: your t-shirt must obviously represent the multiple intelligence(s) you are the strongest in. You are to choose one or two of Gardner’s intelligences; get creative in showing not only how you are smart but who you are.
